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Tourism has a significant impact on the economic, social, and political
dimensions of a country; it creates employment and stimulates economic
capital. Many experts believe that the growth or recession of this industry in
any country is largely due to the domestic and foreign policies of the
government. With this introduction, the present research aims to improve the
process of attracting tourists to Iran in the1404 vision, with an emphasis on the
role of foreign policy. This research is applied and was conducted using
qualitative and quantitative methods. The data collection method in this
research is based on library and field studies (questionnaires). The research
population consists of experts in the field of tourism and foreign policy, and a
sample size of 50 people was estimated. Data analysis was performed using the
average test and one-sample t-test method in SPSS software and the numerical
taxonomy model in MATLAB software. The results of the research show that
cultural, political, and development policies of the Islamic Republic of Iran's
1404vision in the field of tourism are less effective, and economic policies have
no significant impact on the success of tourism.
