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One of the most important issues and challenges facing developing societies is
the physical identity of buildings and urban facades. Cities, under the influence
of modernity, have an identity problem, and the concept of urban identity
presents a complex and multidimensional phenomenon in the process of
cognition and perception. The physical identity of cities has become an
influential category in city life. This article follows the hypothesis that the
physical identity that forms the contemporary architecture of Tehran emerges
from the heart of the project and that the physical identity is the result of and
indicative of the conditions of the society at this time and around the main
question that the principles influencing the formation of the physical identity of
the contemporary architecture of public buildings What are the cities of
Tehran? The research method in this qualitative research is a survey and
applied research, and to answer the research question, firstly, the library
method was used to investigate the effective factors in the formation of
physical identity, and then the experts and professors of architecture were
asked through a questionnaire. The statistical population was 150 architecture
professors, and finally, among the most effective and priority factors in the
design of spaces with the identity of the physical structure of the spirit of the
times, the adaptation of form and function and attention to human beings in
design had the greatest impact.

Introduction

The concept of identity in the pre-modern era was
not discussed in the way it is today. In the past,
traditional patterns ruled the society, but in the
modern era, the concept of identity underwent a
transformation. Modernity caused changes in
family life and the culture of buildings, and the
physical manifestation of these changes was seen
in the Pahlavi era. Of course, it is very important
that facing the changes and modernization before,
by preserving the native identity, would lead to the
growth and improvement of the society, but in this
era, by ignoring the values, the society changed in
general. The set of cultural developments is often
under the influence of external factors and the
resulting physical changes have been realized by
internal factors. The presence of western experts,
mass displacement, change in men's beauty taste,
teaching new housekeeping principles to women,
definition of social classification, ignoring native
identities in the approach of nationalism, expansion
of Egyptian culture instead of production, etc.
Among the cultural factors that affected the urban
body and the architecture of public buildings, such
as the separation of neighborhoods based on social
classes, the emergence of new styles of building
architecture, the appearance of new decorations
and furniture in Iranian homes, and the widespread
destruction of traditional architecture.

Methodology

This article is a grounded theory in the form of a case
study. The reason for choosing the contextual theory
research is to achieve the effective principles and
criteria  of "architectural physical identity of
contemporary public buildings in Tehran™ which can
be effective in designing urban buildings and solving
the problem of physical identity of urban buildings. In
order to achieve this goal, firstly, the analysis of
library resources and the investigation of the physical
factors of urban buildings from the point of view of
theorists were done, then a questionnaire was

designed to measure the obtained factors. The
statistical population in this research will be about 150
professors and architectural experts. The sampling
method used is stratified sampling, which is based on
equal division, optimal assignment, and proportional
assignment, and Cochran's method was used to
determine the sample size.

Results and Conclusion

After the investigations, all the factors under
investigation have a significant level and among the
effective factors and have the highest priority in the
design of spaces with the identity of the place
(location, view) and physical structure (legibility,
transparency, shape, color, texture, secret and
mystery, pleasure and wonder, liveliness, illusion
and imagination, permeability, flexibility, visual
proportions, sensory richness, belonging color,
concentration, appropriate scale) and human (the
relationship between people in a place, the
relationship between a person and a place, the world
view of people) has had the greatest impact. Among
the effective factors in the physical identity of public
buildings, emphasis: (raising or lowering the level of
the complex in relation to the ground to create
emphasis, lighting at night, extreme differences in
dimensions), clarity and legibility (significant
entrance design, raising or lowering the level of the
complex compared to the ground for greater
legibility and clarity of the design, the use of statues
in the area) and flexibility (intemal spaces, the use of
wide spaces with the ability to partition to change
the dimensions of the spaces, Harji spaces, the
design of semi-open and open spaces on the site,
compatible with different uses) has had the greatest
impact. Effective factors in the building principles of
physical identity in the architecture of the spirit of
the age, flexibility, unity, form adaptation have had
the greatest impact. Among the effective factors in
increasing people’s sense of belonging to the city
and social solidarity, paying attention to the input
elements, using the past model and paying attention
to diversity and avoiding uniformity and
homogeneity have had the greatest impact.
