The state-owned residential complexes in Sadra,
built approximately 20 years ago, have yet to
fully meet the needs of residents despite new
constructions. This issue stems from insufficient
attention to residents' needs and a lack of
thorough evaluation of architectural designs.
Neglecting this matter has led to a decline in the
quality of architectural spaces and resident
dissatisfaction. Therefore, revisiting and defining
the factors influencing the architectural design of
residential complexes is crucial to increasing
resident satisfaction. This research is significant
from both theoretical and practical perspectives:
theoretically, it aims to understand residents'
needs and their relationship with satisfaction
regarding  the  architectural  framework.
Practically, it proposes solutions to improve initial
designs and renovate existing complexes.
