The traditional theory of
deterrence no longer meets the needs of nations
because it is defined by the great powers only on
the basis of the dominant order model and to
maintain the cycle of power in the international
system, while the security and survival of other
units as well as the scope of strategic action.
Regional deterrence is a top priority. After World
War II, the presence and establishment of the
Israeli regime in the West Asian region, and the
nuclearization of the regime, the simplicity of the
region's security models suddenly became
complicated, which had a direct impact on
regional developments.
