Introduction

Tourism as a basic industry has continuously
expanded in the global economy in recent
years. Bandar Abbas, the largest city on the
southern coast of the country, has many
capacities and capabilities in creative tourism.
These capacities include the traditional market
of Bandar Abbas with the lively men in local
clothes and women in leather scarves and
traditional clothes next to the shops that offer
the handicrafts of the people of this city,
including pottery, carpet weaving, basket and
mat weaving, Chadorshab weaving, and
needlework. It should be said that local
handicrafts and arts, which are full of meaning
and joy as creative industries, are rooted in the
authenticity of this city and its people.
However, the failure to actualize these
capacities has caused it not to take advantage
of its tourism position and capacities in line
with the realization of the creative city, the
benefit of the citizens by creating attractive
places, and the development of businesses
related to creative tourism.

Methodology

The current research has investigated the
effectiveness of creative tourism components
in forming a creative city in Bandar Abbas.
This research has been done for practical and
developmental purposes. In terms of research
data, the work has been done using a
descriptive-analytical method. Research data
has been collected through surveys or field
methods.

According to the results, the findings showed
that the tourism creative economy factor, with
a specific value of 8.357 and a variance
percentage of 27.401, was determined as the
most important factor in creative tourism as
the driving engine of the development of the
creative city in Bandar Abbas and the factor of
social and security dimensions (tactical
participation) with Eigenvalue 4.831 and
variance percentage 15.963 as the least
effective factor.

In the investigation of the creative economy
factor, the possibility of using creative
methods of financial and currency exchange
in the city with a factor load of 0.957 has had
the greatest impact on the dynamics and
growth of tourism products and the formation
of a creative city with the dynamics of various
activities and productions. In the study of
urban diversity, the factor of creative
beautification of old and worn-out roads with
elements of the city environment was
determined with a factor loading of 0.694 as
the first factor that has a great impact on the
urban diversity of activities and the creation of
areas that attract population and activity and
the formation of places creative and dynamic
and finally the boom of creative tourism in
Bandar Abbas city.

In examining the efficiency and effectiveness
of tourism infrastructure, the availability of
travel and tourism infrastructure in the city,
with a factor of 0.881 as the first factor, has
directly and strongly impacted the realization
of the creative city and creative tourism in
Bandar Abbas.

In the factor of social and security dimensions
(tactical participation), the preparation and
distribution of information packages of
creative industries and places in Bandar
Abbas city to tourists, with a factor of 0.739
as the first factor, has had a direct and strong
impact on the realization of creative tourism
and acceleration Part of the city towards the
realization of the creative city.

In examining the vitality of urban spaces, the
city's fame as a city of identity ceremonies
with a factor of 0.843 as the first factor, and
the lighting and restoration of historic and
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prominent buildings in the city with a factor
0f 0.711 as the second factor have a significant
impact on the vitality of urban spaces. and
accelerating the realization of the creative city
as well as the development of creative tourism
in Bandar Abbas city.

Conclusion

The results of the research indicate that to
realize the creative city, emphasis should be
placed on the development of ecotourism,
attracting investors to revive traditional
economic activities in the city, as well as
reviving old houses and turning them into
traditional tourism centers. In addition,
holding conferences introducing the city's
identity music can lead to the redevelopment
and rehabilitation of this city to realize
creative and purposeful activities. In general,
the policies that follow the realization of the
creative city comprehensively and sustainably
include instructions that need to be
implemented to form an executive model that
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
