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Proper analysis and management of behaviors in the field of foreign policy requires
nobility and correct understanding of different processes and approaches.
However, adopting the approach of confidentiality and concealment in
international programs and interactions makes the situation of knowledge
ambiguous and complicated, which of course, this approach has been strengthened
among different countries and especially due to the different characteristics of the
Zionist regime in the diplomacy of this regime in recent years. In this article, to
explain and describe the background - goals and necessities of hidden diplomacy
in the foreign policy of the Zionist regime, using a descriptive-analytical method,
and using hidden methods in the foreign policy of the Zionist regime, using
descriptive-analytical methods, and using the library sources and texts, these
results have been achieved that the secret diplomacy of the Zionist regime has the
role of facilitating and accelerating the achievement of the regime's foreign policy
goals, and from a historical perspective, since before 1948, it has been inclined to
this approach that the adoption of a covert policy in recent years has also been
strengthened and, of course, it has had tangible results.

Introduction

Covert diplomacy is used when the majority of
public opinion does not agree with a particular
method or goal in foreign policy. Therefore, it can
be expected that a regime such as the Zionist
regime, which sees public opinion against it in
general at the international level and in the
Middle East region in particular, will use covert
diplomacy to achieve its predetermined goals in
its foreign policy. This is because the issue of
Palestine and the existence of the occupying
regime in Jerusalem since 1948 can be considered
as one of the most important international issues
that has affected various security dimensions of
political actors in the Middle East region and
global powers. This has been strongly influenced
by the actions of regional actors, including the
Zionist regime, which has always sought to break
out of isolation and approach its peripheral actors
through de-securitization and diversification of
the dimensions of its diplomacy. In this regard,
after the Second Gulf War, developments
occurred in the region that affected the increase in
Israel's regional role, and the continuation of the
state of instability and insecurity has been
pursued for reasons such as Israel's hegemonic
policy in the form of tools other than military
tools and in the form of various forms of
diplomacy. In order to achieve its goals, this
regime has paid more attention to new tools of
soft war, and at the top of them is the tool of
diplomacy, and in particular, "covert diplomacy"
in recent years. In the present study, a period of
approximately three decades, from the Oslo
Accords in 1993 to the Abraham Accords in 2020
and beyond, will be discussed and examined.
This period of time has been selected due to the
extensive and different changes and
developments in Palestinian-Israeli relations and
different regional and international approaches
and indicators (including the end of the Cold
War, the end of the Iran-Iraq war, fundamental
regional changes, etc.). What is certain is that the
recent developments in the Zionist regime's
relations with Arab countries, including Bahrain,
the United Arab Emirates, and Saudi Arabia,
have been supported by secret negotiations and
the regime's secret diplomacy, and will continue
to be exploited in light of the desirable results that
adopting this approach in foreign policy has had
for that regime, and in order to facilitate and
accelerate the achievement of the specified goals,

secret diplomacy will be among the priorities of
the Zionist regime.

In this research, which will be carried out with the
general aim of explaining and explaining the role
and position of secret diplomacy in the foreign
policy of the Zionist regime, we will seek to
answer these questions: What is the history and
position of secret diplomacy in the foreign policy
of the Zionist regime? What are the goals,
necessities, and needs of the Zionists in adopting
this approach? On this basis, relevant materials
and issues will be raised and documented based
on the findings of the research, the results
obtained, and scientific and practical solutions
based on the aforementioned results will be
presented.

Methodology

In this article, which aims to explain and explain
the history, goals, and necessities of covert
diplomacy in the foreign policy of the Zionist

Results

Israel's use of covert diplomacy in its various
forms and types can be examined. Regarding the
types of covert diplomacy, it should be noted that
secrecy in diplomacy has several categories based
on different principles. For example, "Aftergode”
divides secrecy into three categories: security
secrecy, bureaucratic secrecy, and political
secrecy. Another notable category is the division
of this concept based on its scope of application.
For example, "Bridge and James" introduce the
types of covert diplomacy as follows: 1)
Conditions in which the content of the
negotiation is kept secret; 2) Conditions in which
the principle of the formation of the negotiation is
kept secret; 3) Conditions in which the principle
of the negotiation is clear and it is also
acknowledged that an agreement was reached,
but the content of the agreements reached is kept
secret; 4) Conditions in which the principle of
reaching the agreement is kept secret. Based on
the above classifications, Sharp lists three types
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of secrecy: three levels of strategic secrecy,
operational secrecy, and official secrecy. (Tajik et
al., 2019: 176) In “strategic secrecy,” both the
content of negotiations and the content of
agreements concluded and the basis on which an
agreement has been concluded are kept secret.
“Operational secrecy” refers to the current
behavior of diplomats and government officials
in protecting important information related to
their work. And “official secrecy” refers to a type
of secrecy in which governments do not officially
admit to matters that public opinion and their
competitors have a great deal of information
about. What is evident about the behavior and use
of covert diplomacy by the Zionist regime in
examining the historical course and actions of
recent years is that this regime focuses on
operational and strategic covert diplomacy,
although it also uses and makes use of official
covert diplomacy at times.

Conclusion

In this article, an attempt was made to research
and analyze the “history, goals, and
necessities of the Zionist regime’s adoption of
covert diplomacy from the Oslo Accords to
the Abraham Accords.” In this regard, the
relevant topics and issues were raised,
explained, and described, and an attempt was
made to present the answers to the questions
raised in the first chapter in a scientific and
documented manner in the following chapters.
What can be stated as the outcome and
conclusion of the research is as follows:

Along with the changes in various
international  arenas and the many
developments in the Middle East over the past
two decades, the foreign policies of countries
have also undergone many changes and
developments. It is clear that the perception of
threats and opportunities and the type of
attitude towards the surrounding security
environment as the basis for policy-making
and regulating relations in the face of regional
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
