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Imprisonment was one of the harshest punishments that was considered for
opponents of any kind and group in the first and second Abbasid eras. Political,
ideological groups, government officials, rebels and other social groups and
members of the Abbasid dynasty who were considered opponents of the
government due to their lack of support for the caliph or those who coveted the
position of caliphate were arrested, imprisoned, tortured and many were killed.
This article, among the aforementioned opposition groups, seeks to address the
prisoners of the Abbasid dynasty and to determine who these prisoners were,
what punishments were imposed on them and how the treatment of these
prisoners was in line with the fatwas of jurists of different Islamic schools. This
research was conducted in a descriptive-analytical manner and in a library format
using reliable historical sources. The findings of this article show that the
prisoners of the Abbasid dynasty were of two groups: the relatives of the caliph
and the deposed caliphs. The main reason for the imprisonment of those who
were greedy for the position of caliphate, opposed the issue of succession, the
interference of Turkish commanders and the conspiracy of ministers. After being
arrested and imprisoned, these prisoners were tortured and sometimes killed
without respecting their human rights. The government's treatment of the
prisoners was not in any way proportional to the fatwas of jurists of different
Islamic schools.

Introduction

Prison is an ancient social institution that has
always served the political, social, and
economic goals of the rulers over time, and it
can almost be said that there was hardly a
society in which there was no prison of some
kind. The prison organization in the Abbasid
government was formed as a result of a
historical development that existed since
before Islam. This institution was always used
as a place to punish criminals and opponents
and with the aim of deterring and correcting or
limiting the amount of their violations. In each
historical period, the type of prison, methods
of discipline and torture, and types of
prisoners were different according to the
approach of the governments. This article
discusses the reasons for the imprisonment of
members of the Abbasid family and what
happened to them.
